Twelfth Sunday in Ordinary Time, June 23, 2024 
Dear Parishioners, 
 Gathering as the Church, we celebrate the 12th Sunday in ordinary time.  
This past Thursday, June 20th, we celebrated the “astronomical start” of the sea-
son of summer.  According to Google, the astronomical start of a season depends 
on the position of the Earth in relation to the Sun.  But most of us don’t have to 
depend upon Google for this revelation as we have been feeling the heat of the 
summer months for several weeks.   
 This Sunday, June 23rd, we will be having a reception for Fr. Zach     
Samples as we bid our farewell to him.  This reception will take place in the cafe-
teria from 12:00 Noon to 3:00 p.m. Please come and express your thanks for his 
priesthood here at St. Peter’s and assure him of your prayers as he begins a new 
ministry in the Springfield area.  As you should know by now, Fr. Zach will begin 
his new assignment on July 1, 2024, serving St. Agnes Church, Springfield, as 
their parochial vicar as well as being chaplain at Sacred Heart Griffin High 
School.  An interesting note Fr. Zach will be assisting Fr. Dan Bergbower who 
served as pastor of St. Peter Church, Quincy, from 2004-2008.  As always, transi-
tions are often difficult and we will miss Fr. Zach.  But our prayers are with him 
as he continues to serve the Church.  On a positive note, Fr. Zach will be much 
closer to home than he was in Quincy.  People often ask what could Fr. Zach use 
as a gift, thanking him for his presence.  The best answer is a contribution of mon-
ey which will assist him in his priesthood.   
 This weekend, the Men of the area will be participating in Men’s Cursillo 
369 at the Franciscan Retreat Center here in Quincy.  I am on the team, giving a 
talk on Saturday afternoon.  I encourage you to keep us in your prayers as we 
open up our hearts and lives to be touched by the gift of the Holy Spirit this week-
end.   
 We are needing some parishioners to step forward and to help us in one of 
our ministries.  As some might not know, we pray the rosary at various nursing 
homes in the area.  What a wonderful ministry!  We are needing volunteers to lead 
the rosary at Adams Pointe, the last Wednesday of each month at 3:30 p.m.  If you 
can help these residents to pray, please volunteer your time and efforts for this 
ministry.  It really won’t take much but if you had a relative in one of these homes 
you would appreciate this ministry.  Call the rectory and leave your name for our 
parish nurse and we will be in touch. 
 The company doing the abatement of the school gym floor is making    
progress and hopefully will be done in several weeks.  We are still hoping and 
praying that this work will be completed and we can begin to install our new 
wood floor.  What a relief to be rid of this hazardous waste.  In my 49 years of 
being a priest, I have been challenged with asbestos in schools and now mercury 
in a gym floor.  I keep asking myself, what comes next?  Our school project is still 
on schedule as they are doing the preliminary work, preparing the site, developing 
costs, and finding construction people.  I always like to keep you informed be-
cause together we are the stewards of this parish.  We are still looking for new 
donors to our “Upon this Rock” campaign. Can you help us?
